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The Three Bear's Size Book
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After children are familiar with the story of The Three Bears, let each child
make a size book. This is also an excellent literacy-math connection.

First talk about words for different sizes. Small, medium, large. Little,
middle-sized, big. Sort the ChildWood magnets from the Three Bears set into 3 sizes. Now you are ready to make a Three Bear size book.

Make one page each day:
Page 1 (Cover): Ask children to draw three sizes of bears
Page 2: Ask children to draw three sizes of bowls
Page 3: Ask children to draw three sizes of chairs
Page 4: Ask children to draw three sizes of beds


Cover: 

Staple the pages inside a 

construction paper cover cut 

in the shape of a house. 

Glue a pocket (a library book 

pocket works well) inside the 

front cover. Ask children to draw 

Goldilocks on a 3 x 5 card and 

put her in the pocket.

Let children retell the story with 

their size book.
