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The Three Little Pig's
Shape Book



After children are familiar with the story of The Three Little Pigs, let each child make a shape book. This is an excellent literacy-math connection. The 2 page book pattern we have included may be duplicated for each child.

How to Make the Shape Book:

Print the book patterns on two sides of an 8 1/2 by 11 inch sheet of paper.  Remember to print the 2nd side upside down so the when you fold it in half it becomes a book. You may also wish to make a cover for the shape book.

Activities:

Day 1: 
Talk about circles. Ask children to draw 3 circles on Page 1 and draw details so the 3 circles become 3 pigs.



Day 2: 
Talk about triangles. Ask children to draw a triangle and draw details so the triangle becomes a wolf.



Day 3: 
Talk about squares. Ask children to draw 3 squares and draw details so the 3 squares become 3 houses.



Day 4: 
Talk about rectangles. Ask children to draw a rectangle and draw details so the rectangle becomes a chimney.



The Three Little Pig's Shape Book is an excellent extension activity for ChildWood's The Three Little Pigs magnet set which includes 7 wooden magnets, story, activities and a reproducible mini-book.
