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Muffin Tin Math/Games


Materials:

· Steel muffin tin turned upside down (either 6 cup or 12 cup)

· Empty tuna fish cans (these fit over the muffin cups)

· Small Magnets:

Childwood’s Math/Color Collection or another Childwood set with small magnets such as Brown Bear, Brown Bear.

Make a magnet by putting a piece of self-adhesive magnet tape on the back of tiles, 

poker chips, game pieces or shapes cut out of sturdy paper.[image: image2.jpg]



Sorting:

Ask children to sort magnets by color or shape on the muffin tin bottoms.

Patterning:

Develop a pattern on the muffin tin: boy/cat/boy/cat. Cover one of the figures with the tuna can and see if a child can figure out what is under the can.

Game: What is Missing?

Place group of magnets on a muffin tin. Tell the children you are going to cover one up so they need to remember what is there. Cover a magnet with a tuna can. See if they can guess what is under it.

Muffin Tin Math is an excellent extension activity for Childwood’s Math/Color Collection magnet set which includes 30 wooden magnets and a 16 page Activity Book that explores early math concepts using manipulatives.
