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          Zip Lock Books

ChildWood magnet sets all come with masters for reproducible mini-books. 

"Zip lock books" are a wonderful way to store each child's collection of mini-books so they can be read in class and taken home to share with Mom and Dad. 

We will use the Mother Goose Collection mini-books as an example:
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Each of the seven Mother Goose rhymes comes 

with a reproducible mini-book master.

As each rhyme is learned let the children 

assemble, color and "read" their mini-book.

Ask children to make a cover for their 

collection of Mother Goose books out of 

a folded piece of construction paper slightly 

larger than a small ziplock bag.

Staple a small ziplock bag inside the cover.

Slip each assembled mini-book into the 

ziplock bag for a mini-library to take home.

Ziplock books can also be made to store mini-books from ChildWood's storytelling, science, family and community magnet sets. 

More ideas! 

Staple several ziplock bags inside a cover and provide children with blank pieces of paper that will fit inside the bags. Make an individual, group or class book by slipping pages the children have drawn, dictated or written inside the bags.

Provide materials for children to make their own magnets. Characters drawn on 3 x 5 cards may be cut out and a small piece of self-adhesive magnet tape placed on the back. After a child has told their new magnetic story they can store the magnets in their zip lock book.
