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       The Little Red Hen


Spring is an excellent time to introduce the Little Red Hen. Explore planting, harvesting and baking. Read several versions of the Little Red Hen. Talk about planting wheat. Try to have wheat to show the children. Ask them what you need to do to seeds to help them grow. 

The Little Red Hen Planting Song

Sung to “Here We Go Round the Mulberry Bush”

This is the way we plant our seeds,

   plant our wheat, plant our seeds,

This is the way we plant our seeds

   so early in the morning.

Continue, repeating chorus:

This is the way we 

   hoe our wheat …

   cut our wheat…

   grind our wheat…

   bake our bread…

Make bread in your class. Let children measure the flour and other ingredients. A bread making machine may be helpful. Make butter and have a bread eating party. Spread butter and honey, peanut butter or jam on the bread.
Butter Recipe

1 cup whipping cream 

salt 

several small jars (baby food jars work well) 

yellow food coloring (optional)

Pour the whipping cream into jars. Add a drop of food coloring and a pinch of salt. Close the lid tightly and let children shake the jar. Butter will form. Pour off the extra liquid. Spread on bread.
